Each 

completed application should accompany a paying-in-voucher (obtained from the university website) for 

Rs. 750/- drawn in favour of the Sabaragamuwa University of Sri Lanka, Account No. 0002246976 - Bank 

of Ceylon, (Cheques & Postal / Money Orders will not be accepted) along with a copy of G.C.E. (A/L) 

certifi cate as applicable and a certifi cate indicating the result of the Common General Paper, certifi ed by 

the Principal of the School or a Justice of the Peace. The offi cial stamp of the certifying offi cer should be 

placed on each certifi ed copy. (Original Certifi cates should not be sent.) Candidates are required to send 

two (02) self-addressed envelopes 10 1/2 x 22 1/2 cm in size without stamps along with the application 

which will be used to post the admission card for the Aptitude Test. 

Duly completed application along with the copies of relevant certifi cates should be sent under the Registered 

Post, to reach the Senior Assistant Registrar, Academic & Student Affairs, Sabaragamuwa University of Sri 

Lanka, P.O. Box 02, Belihuloya on or before 04th June 2021. Mark ‘BA (Hons) in Translation Studies 

(Sinhala /English)’ on the top left-hand corner of the envelope.
