INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY & MANAGEMENT DEGREE (FACULTY OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY)

(1)  Applications are hereby invited for the above Aptitude Tests from candidates who possess the 

minimum University Admission requirements as specified under Section 1.2 of the Handbook 

on “Admission to Undergraduate Courses of the Universities in Sri Lanka for Academic Year – 

2020/2021”, issued by the University Grants Commission.

  Applicants who submit applications via internet to the University Grants Commission to be 

considered for admission to Universities are required, in addition, to apply to sit and pass 

the Aptitude Tests mentioned herein, if they wish to be considered for admission to the 

respective courses.

  Applicants who wish to apply for following Aptitude Tests should possess the qualifications 

stipulated in the UGC Handbook under the respective Degree programme. Those 

qualifications and other information are available in the University of Moratuwa website 

as well (http://www.uom.lk).

 ii. Design Degree (B. Des) (UGC Handbook/ Paragraph No: 2.2.8.9)

 iv. Fashion Design & Product Development Degree (UGC Handbook/ Paragraph No: 2.2.8.7) 

 v. Information Technology & Management (UGC Handbook/ Paragraph No: 2.2.8.24)

(2) DATES OF THE EXAMINATIONS

  Exam dates will be displayed on the university website in an approximate date and 

communicated via an email.

(3) SUBMISSION OF APPLICATIONS

  Candidates are required to fill the online application available in the University of 

Moratuwa Website http://www.uom.lk. The application should be submitted online and the 

payment slip and the certified copies of result sheets should be uploaded along with the 

application.

  Application should accompany a scanned copy of a paying in voucher obtained from any 

Branch of the Bank of Ceylon drawn in favour of the “Vice-Chancellor, University of Moratuwa” 

Account No. 306836 (Katubedda Branch). Examination fee for one programme is Rs 1000/-.

(Eg:- It is required to upload paying voucher with Rs.1000/-, if you wish to apply for one 

programme, Rs.2000/- for two programmes, Rs.3000/- for three programmes & Rs.4000/- for 

four programmes, Rs.5000 for five programmes).

  Cheques & Postal/Money Orders will not be accepted. Certified copies of G.C.E (O/L) and 

(A/L)certificates as applicable and a certificate indicating the result of the common general 

paper, certified by the principal or a Justice of Peace or an executive grade officer in the 

Government Sector should be uploaded along with the application. The official stamp of the 

certifying officer should be placed on each certified copy. If a candidate submits a certificate of 

G.C.E (A/L) obtained from the Website, the name of the applicant should be mentioned and 

certified by the Principal or a Justice of Peace or an Executive Grade Officer in the Government 

sector.

Special Notes.

 I.  If any difference exists in the name indicated in the application and in the certificates, 

candidates should submit a scanned copy of an affidavit to confirm that they relate to one 

and the same person.

 II.  The admission letters will be sent to individual applicants who have satisfied the admission 

requirement for each Aptitude Test  through directly to the e-mail address the student used 

in registration to submit the application. So the candidates are required to use a valid 

e-mail address for the registration.

 III. The payment of disqualified candidates will not be returned under any circumstance.

 IV. Your application shall be rejected due to following reasons.

  (a) Incomplete online application.

   (b)  T he applicants those who do not possess the minimum admission requirements, 

other requirements to become eligible to sit for the Aptitude Tests as per above 

Criteria.

 V.  Pass in Aptitude Test is not the only requirement to be eligible for admission to a degree 

programme.

 VI.  Any alteration will not be entertained after the submission of application. Therefore, 

candidates are required to verify the accuracy before the submission.

Applications should be filled and submitted online with the required documents on or before 

25.06.2021 at 6.00 p.m. No application is allowed to submit after the deadline.

Eligible list of candidates will be displayed in the University website by 2 days before the scheduled
